These are the shocking views that an MP in Manchester would have us believe. Graham Stringer made these controversi
claims in a recent article he contributed to the Manchester Confidential website.

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dyslexia sufferers being branded lazy or stupid.

Dyslexia Action, have refuted the MPs comments, stating that:
